Island, Bayou Petit Caillou, and Lake Pelto.

- Inclement weather has restricted over-flights and operations in Cocodrie today.

4) Fishing Closures:

- Yielding to a groundswell from the recreational fishing community, which pointed out that
tests were not showing contamination of fish in the closed areas, the Louisiana Wildlife and
Fisheries Commission on Wednesday lifted the ban on sports fishing in most areas closed
because of the oil spill. The exception is in areas that are heavily oiled and where cleanup is
taking place.

- The ban on commercial fishing in oiled areas has not been changed but may be lifted next
week, a state official said. The decision does not change closures in federally managed waters,
the open Gulf three miles south of the Louisiana coast.

- Any reports of oil sighted by recreational fishermen need to be accompanied by latitude and
longitude.
