The Chairwoman recognized Mr. Mike Toups, Parish Manager, who reported that the
project to equip all electrically powered pump stations and trash rakes in Terrebonne Parish with
individual backup generators were completed as of January 31, 2019. He then gave a brief
review of the recently completed and upcoming pump station projects, including those at
Summerfield, Savanne Road, Enterprise Marine, Gator Court, Cenac Street, Bayou Neuf, and at
Shell Exploration in Bayou Black.

Mr. Toups then announced that the remaining previously reported street light outages
across the Parish would be repaired by Entergy by the following day, leaving no outstanding
outages to be addressed by any of the local utility companies.

Council Member J. Navy thanked Mr. Toups and Administration for completing the
generator project and asked that the reports remain on the Regular Council Session agendas into
the future so that the Council could remain updated on the pump stations and generators across
the Parish.

Upon Council Member D. W. Guidry, Sr.’s request, Mr. Toups reported that all of the
Parish’s pump stations were operational during the recent rain and high-water event and gave a
brief overview of the measures being taken to allow for pump stations to be activated more
readily in preparation for high-water events.

A discussion ensued regarding upcoming levee rehabilitation and drainage projects along
Valhi Road to alleviate high water and flooding concerns for nearby subdivisions.

The Chairwoman recognized Mr. Gordon Dove, Parish President, who gave a brief
presentation regarding an upcoming project to equip major sewer lift stations with individual
backup generators. He then gave a brief overview of the plans to reconfigure the parking lot
spaces located at the corner of Barrow Street and Main Street for accessing the Government
Tower.

A discussion ensued relative to potential improvements for the Government Tower and
ease of access with the proposed parking renovations.

Council Member J. Navy read aloud a proclamation declaring February 2019 as
“Children’s Dental Health Month” in Houma-Terrebonne.

Council Member C. Duplantis-Prather read aloud a proclamation declaring February
2019 as “American Heart Health Month” in Houma-Terrebonne.

The Chairwoman recognized Ms. Florence Beverly, Teche Action Board Events
Coordinator, who thanked the Council for their proclamations and encouraged the public to learn
more about their events with related professionals being available to provide assistance.

SECTION |

BE IT ORDAINED by the Terrebonne Parish Council, in regular session convened,
acting pursuant to the authority invested in it by the Constitution and laws of the State of
Louisiana, the Home Rule Charter for a Consolidated Government for Terrebonne Parish, and
including, but not limited to, LSA R.S. 33:1368 and other statutes of the State of Louisiana, to
amend the Parish Code of Terrebonne Parish, Chapter 18, Article V, Section 18-223 to establish
a No Parking Zone along the west side of Polk Street beginning from the intersection of general
Bragg street and extending north for a distance of approximately 60" along the public right of
way as depicted on the attached map and to provide for the installation of said signs.

SECTION I

If any word, clause, phrase, section or other portion of this ordinance shall be declared
null, void, invalid, illegal, or unconstitutional, the remaining words, clauses, phrases, sections or
other portions of this ordinance shall remain in full force and effect, the provisions of this section
hereby being declared to be severable.

RESOLUTION NO. 19-032

WHEREAS, Atrticle VII, Section 14 of the Louisiana Constitution authorizes the use of
public funds and property “for programs of social welfare for the aid and support of the needy”;
and

WHEREAS, the Attorney General for the State of Louisiana has determined that the
mentally handicapped and developmentally disabled qualify as needy within the meaning of
Article VII, Section 14 of the Louisiana Constitution; and,

WHEREAS, Article VII, Section 14 of the Louisiana Constitution further provides that
“[Flor a public purpose, the state and its political subdivisions or political corporations may
engage in cooperative endeavors with each other, with the United States or its agencies, or with
any public or private association, corporation or individual”; and,

WHEREAS, South Central Louisiana Human Services Authority (SCLHSA), a local
governing entity contracted through the Department of Health and Hospitals, is authorized to
direct the operation and management of public, community-based programs and services relative
to mental health, developmental disabilities, and addictive disorders services in Terrebonne
Parish; and,

WHEREAS, TPCG believes that partially funding the services of SCLHSA by paying
for certain social service contracts for mentoring/counseling, transportation, a peer supportive
opportunity center and security for its Treatment Center serves the public purpose of serving the
mental health, developmental disabilities, and addictive disorders services for needy citizens in
Terrebonne Parish; and,

NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED by the Terrebonne Parish Council (Budget
and Finance Committee), on behalf of the Terrebonne Parish Consolidated Government, hereby
authorizes Gordon Dove, Parish President to enter into a contract with South Central Louisiana
Human Services Authority for an amount not to exceed $313,177 as approved by the legal
department.

A. Pavilion, and associated electrical and lighting facilities once used at Grand Bois Park
in Bourg, Louisiana (valued at $149,486.00); and

B. Tractor Shed once used at Grand Bois Park in Bourg, Louisiana (valued at
$30,873.00).

For the purposes of this Agreement, the word “Delivery” shall apply separately to each
item described above, and shall mean the actual date the item is removed from the Grand Bois
Park and is under the care and control of the District, whether occurring prior to or subsequent to
the execution of this agreement.

District acknowledges that it has made a thorough inspection of the Surplus Property and
any improvements located thereon prior to the execution of this Act and is satisfied as to the
condition and fitness of the same. The parties acknowledge that this transfer is made “AS IS” as
of the date of Delivery which is acknowledged by the District. TPCG does not warrant that the
above described property is free from environmental, redhibitory or latent defects, or vices under
Louisiana Civil Code Article 2520 through 2548. District waives the warranty of fitness for
intended purpose and guarantees against hidden or latent redhibitory vices under Louisiana Civil
Code Article 2520 through Article 2548, and that warranty imposed by Louisiana Civil Code
Avrticle 2475 (except as to the interruption of peaceable possession as a result of acts of Vendor),
and does waive all rights of redhibition pursuant to Louisiana Civil Code Article 2520, et seq. as
now existing or as hereafter amended.

Further, District agrees to save and hold harmless the Terrebonne Parish Consolidated
Government, all parish departments, agencies, boards, and commissions, its officers, agents,
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servants, employees, and agents, including volunteers from and against any and all claims,
demands, expenses for personal injury (including death), property damage or other harm for
which recovery of damages is sought, suffered by any person or persons, which may occur or in
any way grow out of the performance of this Agreement.

3. Purpose of Transfer. District agrees to use the Surplus Property donated by TPCG in
furtherance of recreational activities within Terrebonne Parish.

4. Deadline for Removal. District shall cause, at its sole expense, the Surplus Property to
be completely removed from TPCG premises on or before March 1, 2018. Failure of District to
remove any or all of the Surplus Property by deadline shall, at TPCG’s sole option, result in the
revocation of the transfer of the items remaining without prior notice to District.

5. Liability. District agrees to take sole responsibility for the condition and fitness of the
Surplus Property. Any demolition, deconstruction, transport, storage, reconstruction, future
maintenance and improvements shall be completed at District’s risk in accordance with local,
state, and federal regulations.

6. Termination. This Agreement shall be terminated under any or all of the following
conditions:

a) By TPCG as a consequence of the failure of the other party to comply with the
terms and conditions of this Agreement in a satisfactory manner, proper allowance
being made for circumstances beyond the control of the parties; or

7. Insurance. The parties acknowledge that District is, at the time of the execution of
this Agreement, a political subdivision covered as an outside agent under the insurance policies
of the TPCG. District shall maintain such insurance for the duration of this agreement, or, if
District obtains insurance by means other than with the TPCG, it shall obtain and maintain
insurance against claims for injuries to persons or damages to property which may arise from or
in connection with the party’s obligations as set forth in this agreement to the satisfaction of the
TPCG.

District agrees to require that all contractors, subcontractors and laborers performing
work to remove, transport, and reconstruct Surplus Property in accordance with this Agreement
provide District and TPCG with the indemnity agreements and insurance coverage generally
required for such work. District further agrees to require of its contractor that TPCG and District
are named as an indemnified parties and additional insured on all certificates of insurance
provided to District in connection with work for the removal of any and all of the Surplus
Property. Prior to the inception of any work, District agrees to provide proof of contractor’s
insurance certificates and indemnity agreements to the TPCG for review and approval.

8. Compliance with Laws. The parties hereto and their employees, contractors and
agents shall comply with all applicable federal, state and local laws and ordinances in carrying
out the provisions of this Agreement.

9. Choice of Law. This Agreement shall be governed by Louisiana law and the
provisions of this agreement shall be enforced and brought in the Thirty-second Judicial District
Court, Terrebonne Parish, Louisiana.

10. Legal Construction. In case any one or more of the provisions contained in this
agreement shall for any reason be held to be invalid, illegal, or unenforceable in any respect,
such invalidity, illegality, or unenforceability shall not affect any other provisions thereof and
this agreement shall be considered as if such invalid, illegal, or unenforceable provision had
never been contained in this agreement.

11. Amendment. No amendment to this agreement shall be effective unless it is in
writing, signed by the duly authorized representatives of both parties.
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12. Indemnification. DISTRICT agrees to defend, indemnify, save and hold harmless
TPCG, its officers, agents, servants, employees, and volunteers, from and against any and all
claims, demands, expenses for personal injury (including death), property damage or other harm
for which recovery of damages is sought, suffered by any person or persons, which may occur or
in any way grow out of any act or omission of DISTRICT, its agents, servants, employees, or
assigns, and any and all costs, expenses and/or attorneys’ fees incurred by TPCG as a result of
any such claim, demands, and/or causes of action; except that the indemnity provided in this
agreement shall not apply to any liability resulting from the sole negligence of TPCG, and in the
event of joint and concurrent negligence of both TPCG and DISTRICT, responsibility and
indemnity, if any, shall be apportioned comparatively in accordance with the laws of the State of
Louisiana, without, however, waiving any governmental immunity available to TPCG under
Louisiana law and without waiving any defenses of the parties hereto; and, DISTRICT further
agrees to investigate, handle, respond to, provide defense for and defend any such claim, demand
or suit, at its sole expense, even if it (the claim, etc.) is groundless, false, or fraudulent; this
indemnification shall not apply to any strict liability of TPCG.

13. Waiver of Certificates. The parties hereto waive and dispense with the production of
any mortgage, conveyance, or other certificates required by law, and relieve and release the
undersigned notaries from any and all responsibility in connection therewith.

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MARKETING SUMMARY

Paul’s Agency is grateful for the opporfunity to provide the property insurance protection on behalf of the
Terrebonne Parish Government for the 2019/2020 policy terms. Our marketing strategy and goal was to
minimize the expected cost increase for the policy term as a result of the damage to coastal property
during the last two years.

Our focus was to mitigate the expected premium increase. This focus included a comprehensive review
and valuation of the power generating assets of the Panish We conducted a review and on sight visit with
Dana Ortego and Cyr Leboeuf along with the power plant underwriter. Upon the review we discovered
that the old diesel generating facility was valued at the replacement cost for the generators and these items
would never be replaced and should be insured for their functional replacement. We have made the
adjustments for this renewal resulting in a net savings of $77.580.31 for the Parish.

Two years ago we restructured the placement of your property insurance with a very solid panel of
insurers and many of them are incumbents with the intent for them to participate on your schedule for
several years. The structure of the program is following

Fire & Extended Coverages for the Power Gen Plant
Fire & Extended Coverages — All other scheduled assets
Wind & Hail ONLY for the scheduled government assets

Initially we expected a renewal with a 10-15% increase. We are pleased to provide the Parish with an
overall total cost decrease to 5%. In ordered to reduce the total cost we approached 48 carriers this year
(see attached marketing summary). We added one new carrier HDI Global Specialty (AM Best: A VIII)
who replaced International Insurance Company of Hanover SE. In vears past the, Fire and extend
Coverages for non-power assets and inland marine policy were written on separate policies. This year, we
have combined these coverages into one placement. This will reduce the amount of processing required
on the Risk Management Department.

Also, by working with Paul’s Agency. physical inspections and phone surveys were performed timely
which provided a quick and accurate responses to underwriting questions which attributed to the total cost
decrease

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Committee Member J. Navy asked that Agenda Item No. 2 - Discussion and possible
action relative to the Parish Government’s maintenance of public roads, be placed on the agenda
because the parish is maintaining roads that are not used by the public. He explained that the
parish is spending money on roadways that are not utilized by the public; and stated that the
monies used for these roadways can be better used throughout Terrebonne Parish. Mr. Navy
requested a listing of the roadways that are being maintained by the parish that are not being
utilized by the public to see how much money and/or resources are being used to maintain these
roads.

*Committee Member G. Michel was recorded as entering the proceedings at this time
(5:55 p.m.)

Mr. D. Rome, Public Works Director, explained that the parish has approximately forty
miles of shell roads that they maintain; and noted that subdivision guidelines prohibits the parish
from accepting shell roads. He stated that the parish does maintain some shell roads for drainage
purposes, etc., but explained that the parish inherited several shell roads that have to be
maintained although there is minimum public passage and/or usage. Mr. Rome explained that
they have used counter devices to measure the use of traffic on some roads and is willing to
present the information to the Council to determine if the roadway should be de-dedicated.

Discussion ensued with several Committee Members explaining their concerns about
maintaining public roadways that are not utilized by the residents of Terrebonne Parish; and
stated that official data needs to be complied to determine whether or not some parish roadways
need to be de-dedicated.

will be compiled when cleaning up litter throughout the parish and whether or not the parish will
continue to clean up litter after a major event such as Mardi Gras and other festivals.
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Mr. Naquin explained that Administration has hired two employees dedicated to
determine which areas are “litter”” hotspots and those areas will be targeted first; and stated that
under the “new” litter program, the Sheriff’s Office will be notified of which area(s) are a
concern for the parish. He stated that the litter program will be utilized for all of the major
events. He further explained that they have started a “pilot” program with the Constables to
enforce the litter laws and with District Attorneys to form a PTI program to help with the litter
program. Mr. Naquin also stated that they are looking into a residential curb side recycling
program, as well, for residents of the parish.

Parish President G. Dove presented a brief power-point presentation that explained the
“new” litter program and noted that it is cost-savings program for the parish. He also stated that
there is a litter hotline that can be called when litter or debris needs to be picked up. There will
also be an event where residents can dispose of household hazardous waste, also known as e-
waste.

INTERGOVERNMENTAL AGREEMENT

FOR LITTER CLEANUP PROGRAM

THIS AGREEMENT made and entered into on the dates inscribed below by and between
l. PARTIES

1.1  Terrebonne Parish Consolidated Government, a political subdivision of the
state of Louisiana, with a mailing address of PO Box 2768, Houma LA 70361,
represented herein by its duly authorized Parish President by virtue of
Terrebonne Parish Council Resolution No. , hereinafter
referred to as “TPCG”; and

1.2 Terrebonne Parish Sheriff’s Office, whose mailing address is PO Box 1670,
Houma LA 70361, represented herein by Sheriff Jerry L. Larpenter,
hereinafter referred to as “Sheriff”;

who agree as follows:
1. PREAMBLES

2.1. WHEREAS, Atrticle VII, Section 14(C) of the Constitution of the State of Louisiana

provides that, “[flor a public purpose, the state and its political subdivisions or political
corporations may engage in cooperative endeavors with each other, with the United States or its
agencies, or with any public or private association, corporation, or individual;” and

2.2.  WHEREAS, the TPCG and Sheriff recognize the need and advantage of a coordinated
program for litter cleanup and control within Terrebonne Parish; and

2.3.  WHEREAS, the Sheriff has an interest in providing this service through the Sheriff’s
Work Release Program; and

2.4. WHEREAS, the TPCG has both the authority and desire to implement a parish-wide
litter cleanup and control program; and

2.5.  WHEREAS, TPCG and Sheriff desire to enter into an intergovernmental agreement to
accomplish the goal of litter cleanup and control within Terrebonne Parish;

2.6. NOW THEREFORE, for and in consideration of the covenants and compensation
provided for herein, and for other good and valuable considerations acknowledged, the parties do
agree as follows:

I1l. TERM AND TERMINATION

3.1.  Theinitial term of this agreement shall be for a period of one (1) year commencing on the
date of execution of this contract by both parties. Thereafter, that agreement shall be extended
by successive one (1) year periods unless terminated by either party having given the other thirty
(30) days prior written notice.
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3.2.  Notwithstanding any provisions herein, in the event sufficient funds for the performance
of this contract are not appropriated by the governing authority of the TPCG in any fiscal year
covered by this contract, this contract may be terminated by the TPCG giving notice to Sheriff of
such facts and the TPCG’s intention to terminate its financial obligations.

3.3.  In the event this Agreement is terminated for any reason, the following provisions shall
survive termination:

3.3.1. any indemnification obligations owed by Sheriff to Owner;

3.3.2. any insurance coverage owed by Sheriff necessary to cover any claims against
either party arising under the terms of this Agreement;

3.3.3. the provisions of this Agreement regarding record ownership, audits, and records
retention; and

3.3.4. any taxes due by Sheriff.

IV.  OBLIGATIONS AND CONSIDERATION

4.1.  In consideration for the Sheriff’s operation of the litter cleanup program, TPCG shall:

Develop a program plan and/or schedule which will provide for the cleanup of
parish owned and/or operated rights-of-way, state rights-of-way, and parish
owned or operated public property;

provide annual funding to the Sheriff in an amount not to exceed One
Hundred Fifty Thousand and No/100 ($150,000.00) Dollars;

provide supplies necessary to carry out the litter cleanup and control activities
from TPCG warehouse inventory;

4.2.  In consideration of TPCG’s contribution of funds and resources, the Sheriff shall operate
a cleanup and litter control program on a full-time basis with a five (5) day work week, weather
permitting, in accordance with the following:

Utilize participants of the Sheriff’s Work Release Program to perform work
and litter clean up within Terrebonne Parish in accordance with the plan
and/or schedule developed by the TPCG;

Designate at least one sheriff’s deputy to transport and supervise Work
Release Program participants performing the work called for under this
contract;

Fund and operate transportation for transporting the Work Release Program
participants and deputy(ies) to and from cleanup sites;

Utilize funds and resources provided by the TPCG to implement and operate
the litter cleanup and control program;

Provide written quarterly reports to TPCG itemizing work progress,
including but not limited to a list of sites cleaned over the preceding quarter
and a list of sites and work planned for the upcoming quarter. Sheriff shall
modify planned work according to the direction of the TPCG;
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4.2.6. Comply with all laws governing the operation and administration of inmate
work release programs, including, but not limited to Louisiana Revised
Statutes 15:711, et seq.

4.3.  Upon mutual written authorization by the duly authorized representatives of the parties
hereto, the parties may agree to temporarily direct program resources and funds to address urgent
or emergency needs on a temporary basis.

V. INVOICING AND PAYMENTS

5.1.  On a quarterly basis, Sheriff shall invoice the TPCG for one-quarter of the total annual
amount due to Sheriff under this contract, $37,500.00.

5.2.  TPCG shall remit payment to Sheriff within 30 days of receipt of invoice.
VI. INDEMNIFICATION

6.1.  The Sheriff agrees to defend, indemnify, save, and hold harmless the Terrebonne Parish
Consolidated Government, including all parish departments, agencies, councils, boards and
commissions, their officers, agents, servants and employees, including volunteers, from and
against any and all claims, lawsuits and demands for damages under any theory of liability as
allowed by law, whether contractual, tortuous, or implied, arising from this agreement, whether
for breach of contract, injury or death to any person, or for the damage, loss or destruction of any
property, including loss of use, which may occur or in any way grow out of any breach, act or
omission, whether intentional or unintentional, and any negligence, or liability of Sheriff, its
subcontractors, agents, servants, officers and/or employees, related to the performance or
nonperformance of the Contract herein entered into. Including, and as a result of any such
claims, lawsuits and demands, the Sheriff agrees to investigate, handle, respond to, provide
defense for and defend any such claims, demands or suits related thereto, at its sole expense,
even if such claim, demand or suit is groundless, false or fraudulent. Damages are defined to
include, but not be limited to, general, special, punitive, exemplary, delay, attorney fees, court
costs, fines, penalties, interest, and/or expenses.

6.2.  In the event of joint and concurrent negligence of both Sheriff and TPCG, responsibility
and indemnity, if any, shall be apportioned comparatively in accordance with the laws of the
State of Louisiana, without, however, waiving any government immunity available to TPCG
under Louisiana law and without waiving any defenses of the parties hereto.

6.3.  This indemnification shall not apply to any sole liability of the TPCG.

VII. INSURANCE
Sheriff shall procure and maintain, for the duration of this agreement, its own insurance against
claims for injuries to persons or damages to property which may arise from or in connection with

Sheriff’s obligations as set forth in this agreement with the following minimum requirements:

7.1.  The Sheriff, prior to commencing work, shall provide to TPCG proof of the Sheriff’s own
insurance coverage required by the contract. All coverage shall be issued without additional
insured status. All policies shall be issued by insurance companies authorized to do business in
the State of Louisiana.

7.2.  Insurance coverage by the Sheriff shall contain the following minimum limits:

7.2.1. If Workers’ Compensation Insurance is required by state law for medical
coverage of inmates participating in the Sheriff’s Work Release Program, it shall
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be Sheriff’s obligation to obtain and maintain such insurance coverage for its
inmates as required by state law for the duration of this agreement.

7.2.2. General Liability Insurance in an amount not less than $1,000,000.00 shall be
provided with a combined single limit per occurrence for bodily injury and
property damage. This insurance shall include coverage for bodily injury and
property damage, and indicate on the Certificate of Insurance the following
coverage requirements included in the policy:
7.2.2.1. Premises — Operations;
7.2.2.2. Broad Form Contractual Liability;
7.2.2.3. Products and Completed Operations;
7.2.2.4. Use of Contractors and Subcontractors;
7.2.2.5. Sexual Abuse and Molestation Coverage
7.2.2.6. Law Enforcement Legal Liability Insurance

7.2.3. Automobile Liability Insurance in an amount not less than $1,000,000.00 with a
combined single limit per occurrence for bodily injury and property damage. This
insurance shall include for bodily injury and property damage the following
coverage:

7.2.3.1. Any automobile

7.2.3.2.  Owned automobiles
7.2.3.3. Hired automobiles
7.2.3.4.  Non-owned automobiles

7.3.  Sheriff shall provide TPCG with a Waiver of Subrogation on auto and general liability
policies.

7.4.  All policies of insurance shall be subject to review and approval by the TPCG before
work commences.

7.5.  The certificates for each insurance policy are to be signed by a person authorized by that
insurer to bind coverage on its behalf. TPCG reserved the right to require complete, certified
copies of all required insurance policies, at any time.

7.6.  Sheriff shall include sub-contractors as insured under its policies or shall require that sub-
contractors furnish evidence of separate insurance conforming to the requirements stated herein.

7.7.  Insurance is to be placed with insurers with A.M. Best’s rating of no less than A-:VI.

7.8.  TPCG and Sheriff intend that any policies herein shall protect the Sheriff and provide
sole coverage for all losses and damages caused by the perils covered thereby.

VIIlI. NOTICES

8.1.  Whenever any provision of the Contract Documents require the giving of written
notice, it will be deemed to have been validly given if delivered in person to the individual or to
a member of the firm or to an officer of the corporation for whom it is intended, or if
delivered at or sent to by registered or certified mail, postage prepaid, to the other party,
addressed of the parties first listed above.

8.2.  Either party may change its address for notice by submitting notice to the other party in
writing as directed in this section.

IX. ADDITIONAL TERMS AND CONDITIONS
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9.1.  Subcontractors. Sheriff shall not subcontract or assign any of the services provided for
herein without the express written approval of TPCG. Sheriff shall be fully responsible to TPCG
for the acts and omissions of any subcontractor and of persons directly or indirectly employed by
them for the acts and omissions of persons so employed. Nothing contained in this agreement
shall create any contractual relationship between any subcontractor and the TPCG, except that
TPCG shall be deemed a third party beneficiary of any contractual relationship between Sheriff
and its subcontractors performing services which fall under this contract. Any subcontractors
shall be identified to the TPCG.

9.2. Independent Contractor. It is understood and agreed by the parties hereto that the
Sheriff is entering into this agreement in the capacity of an independent contractor and that
nothing contained in the agreement is intended to be construed as creating any other relationship
between TPCG and Sheriff. Sheriff agrees to be responsible for and to pay all applicable federal
income taxes, federal social security tax (or self-employment tax in lieu thereof) and any other
applicable federal or state unemployment taxes and workers’ compensation insurance, if
required.

9.3.  Audit. It is hereby agreed that the State legislative auditor, federal auditors and internal
auditors of the TPCG, or others so designated by the TPCG, shall have the option of inspecting
and auditing all data, records and accounts of the Sheriff which relate to this Agreement, upon
request, for a period of five (5) years from the date of final payment or as required by applicable
State and Federal law. Records shall be made available during normal working hours for this
purpose.

9.4. Record Retention. Sheriffs and any subcontractors paid under this Agreement shall
maintain all books and records pertaining to this Agreement for a period of five (5) years after
the date of final payment or as required by applicable State and Federal law.

9.5. Record Ownership. All records, reports, documents, or other material related to this
Agreement or obtained or prepared by Sheriff in connection with the performance of the services
contracted for herein shall become the property of the TPCG and shall, upon request, be returned
by Sheriff to the TPCG, at Sheriff’s expense, at termination or expiration of this contract.

9.6. Access to Records. Sheriff authorizes any recipient, US Funding Agency, the
Comptroller General, or an of their dully authorized representatives access to all books,
documents, papers and records of the contractor which are directly pertinent to a specific
program for the purpose of making audits, examinations, excerpts, and transcriptions.

9.7. No Waiver. The failure of TPCG to enforce any or all of the terms or conditions of this
Agreement or of any of the Contract Documents in particular instances shall not constitute a
waiver of or preclude the subsequent enforcement of any or all of the terms and conditions of
this Agreement or any of the Contract Documents.

9.8. Acknowledgment of Exclusion of Workers’ Compensation Coverage. The TPCG and
the Sheriff expressly agree that the Sheriff is an independent contractor as defined in R.S.
23:1021(7) and, as such, expressly agree that the TPCG shall not be liable to the Sheriff or to
anyone employed by the Sheriff for any benefits or coverage as provided by the Workers’
Compensation Law of the State of Louisiana.

9.9. Acknowledgment of Exclusion of Unemployment Compensation Coverage. The
TPCG and the Sheriff expressly declare and acknowledge that the Sheriff is an independent
contractor and, as such, is being engaged by the TPCG under this Agreement as noted and
defined in R.S. 23:1472(12)(E) and, therefore, it is expressly declared and understood between
the parties hereto, that for the purposes of unemployment compensation only:

9.9.1. Sheriff has been and will be free from any control or direction by the TPCG over
the performance of the services covered by this Agreement;
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9.9.2. The services to be rendered by the Sheriff are outside the normal course and scope
of the TPCG’s usual business; and

9.9.3. The Sheriff is customarily engaged in an independently established trade,
occupation, profession, or business.

9.9.4. Consequently, neither the Sheriff nor anyone employed or contracted by the
Sheriff shall be considered an employee of the TPCG for the purpose of
unemployment compensation coverage.

9.10. Employment of TPCG Personnel. The Sheriff certifies that it has not employed and will
not employ any person to engage in the performance of this Agreement who is, presently, or at
the time of such employment, an employee of the TPCG.

9.11. Governing Law _and Claims_or Controversies. The validity, interpretation, and
performance of this Agreement, including all contract documents, shall be controlled by and
construed in accordance with the laws of the state of Louisiana. The venue of any suit filed in
connection with any claim or controversy shall be the Thirty-second Judicial District Court,
Parish of Terrebonne, Louisiana.

9.12. Severability. If any term, covenant, condition, or provision of this Agreement or the
application thereof to any person or circumstances shall, at any time or to any extent, be invalid
or unenforceable, the remainder of this Agreement, or the application of such term, covenant,
condition or provision to persons or circumstances other than those as to which it is held invalid
or unenforceable, shall not be affected thereby, and each term, covenant, condition, and
provisions of this Agreement shall be valid and be enforced to the fullest extent permitted by
law.

9.13. Code of Ethics. Sheriff acknowledges that Chapter 15 of Title 42 of the Louisiana
Revised Statutes (La. R.S. 42:1101 et. seq., Code of Governmental Ethics) applies to the
Contracting Party in the performance of services called for in this Agreement. Sheriff agrees to
immediately notify the TPCG and the State if potential violations of the Code of Governmental
Ethics arise at any time during the term of this Agreement.

9.14. Familiarity with Laws and Ordinances. Sheriff shall familiarize themselves with and
shall comply with all applicable State and Federal laws, municipal ordinances, resolutions and
the rules and regulations of all authorities having jurisdiction over the project, which may
directly or indirectly affect the work or its prosecution.

9.15. These laws and/or ordinances will be deemed to be included in the Agreement, the same
as though herein written out in full. In case of conflict between the requirements of these
specifications and any State and/or Federal Regulations or Laws, the State and/or Federal
Regulations or Laws shall take precedence in all cases in which State and/or Federal Funding of
the contract, in whole or in part, depends upon compliance with said State and/or Federal
Regulations or Laws.

WHEREAS, to allow for traffic to flow more safely and efficiently, the Council feels
that completing the “Patchwork Project” along LA Highway 311 on a short term basis is of the

WHEREAS, expediting the possibility of providing asphalt overlay from St. Charles
Street to Savanne Road on Highway 311 in the not too distant future be given consideration to be
funded to aid in the traffic congestion in the area.
